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Be Fire Safe…. create a fire escape plan for your home.
Fire Escape Plan Tips:
· Sit down with your family and actually develop your fire escape plan.  Make sure all family members are involved – consider two ways to get out of every room and draw a map of your plan.
· Practice finding your way out of the house with your eyes closed, crawling or staying low and feeling your way out of the house.

· Never open doors that are hot to the touch.

· Teach your family to stop, drop to the ground and roll if their clothes catch on fire.

· Make sure everyone in the family understands and practices how to properly open any locked door or window.

· Designate a meeting place outside, away from the house, and take attendance.
· Do not ever re-enter a burning house once you have escaped.

· Remember to escape first, and then quickly notify the fire department.

· Finally, practice makes perfect! Practice your home fire escape plan every month.
