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  Virginia State Police “C.A.R.E.” about the Commonwealth’s Highways
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You can expect to see an increase in troopers on the road this Labor Day weekend - thanks to Operation C.A.R.E.  
The Operation Combined Accident Reduction Effort (C.A.R.E.) is a state-sponsored, national program designed to reduce crashes, fatalities and injuries caused by speeding, impaired driving and failure to use occupant restraints. The program began in 1977 as a collaborative effort between the Indiana State Police and Michigan State Police. It now includes all 50 states and the District of Columbia.

Virginia State Police is a participating agency in this annual traffic safety initiative which is enforced during major holiday travel weekends. There will be an increase in visibility and enforcement efforts by troopers throughout the Commonwealth beginning Friday morning Sept. 2, 2011 and continuing through midnight Monday, Sept. 5, 2011.
